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Project Overview — Terminal Improvements

Re-permit Tank 123 for gasoline storage

Improve fuel loading efficiency with no
ground disturbance

Maintain existing safety systems
and emissions controls
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Why a New Source Review
is Required

Connecticut DEEP requires additional
permitting for Tank 123 through an NSR
permit process to store gasoline

« Ensures air quality standards are met
before changes are approved

- Promotes transparency, environmental
review, and public engagement

« Part of Global’s approach to operating
under updated, fully compliant permits
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Our Commitment to Safety

« Our New Haven terminals follow strict operating procedures designed to promote safety.
* Global conducts regular trainings, drills, and inspections.
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Environmental & Community
Commitments

« Continued compliance with DEEP, EPA,
and Title V air permit requirements

» No ground disturbance or change to the
terminal’s physical footprint

« Emissions remain within permitted limits and
are controlled by tank and loading rack
emission controls

- Bilingual outreach and accessible public
engagement

« Development of a Community Benefit Plan
in consultation with local stakeholders
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Next Steps

+ Global is completing the required Environmental
Justice public outreach

«  Community input will help shape the permit
application and Community Benefit Plan

* NSR application will be submitted to DEEP after
initial outreach is complete

- DEEP will issue a draft permit and hold
a public comment period
